Introduction
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Creativity on the go. That’s the subtitle of this book and the fantastic 

mobile power we now have. Now that Photoshop, Lightroom, 

Illustrator and Fresco have been made iPad compatible, you can 

get creative on the go or in a studio in a very intuitive and mobile 

way. But even when you’re not on the road, Photoshop on the iPad 

is a great addition! At your workplace, but also on your couch or in 

your garden. In this book you’ll see how to combine Photoshop with 

other applications, and you’ll learn how to select, mask, retouch and 

create photo compositions, social media images and much more in 

Photoshop on the iPad. I wish you lots of fun with this book!
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Photoshop on the iPad
Photoshop on an iPad. It once began as a joke within the Photoshop 
team: “Let’s try to make Photoshop run on an iPad.”  That joke 
turned out to be a hit. Since then, the iPad version has grown into a 
promising and serious project, and the app has a prominent place 
within Adobe’s Creative Cloud ecosystem. 

The project did take some doing. Copying Photoshop one to 
one to an iPad was not an option. To make such an extensive 
program work well on a touchscreen, the entire interface had 
to be redesigned. More compact because of the smaller screen, 
but with larger buttons so it could be operated with ¦ngers or an 
Apple Pencil. A touchscreen requires very di²erent controls than a 
regular PC or Mac.

In the end, an approach was taken where Photoshop on the iPad 
runs entirely on the original code of the desktop version of 
Photoshop. The interface has been modi¦ed, and the most 
important and the most frequently used Photoshop functions have 
been added one by one. 
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Don’t expect every desktop feature to be present in Photoshop on 
the iPad. That means that sometimes you’ll have to search a bit for 
an alternative tool or method. I honestly don’t think that’s a bad 
thing. In a way, it’s even refreshing, because you’ll look at the app in 
a di²erent way. For speci¦c, advanced functions, you’ll sometimes 
have to switch to the desktop. With cloud syncing, switching 
between devices is fast and easy. 

Creating photo compositions, selecting, masking, retouching and 
painting are very intuitive on the iPad. The touchscreen combined 
with this custom Photoshop interface sometimes feels like you’re 
modeling. And, on top of that, the combination with mobile 
apps like Lightroom, Fresco and Illustrator turns your iPad into a 
fantastic graphics workstation. 
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Purpose of this book
My goal in writing this book is to 
inspire you, the reader. I had the 
same idea with my previous Dutch-
language book Photoshop Masters,
where I interviewed six well-known 
Photoshop artists. I combined those 
interviews with fun tutorials so you 
could see and learn for yourself how to 
create beautiful things in Photoshop. 
I took that approach in this book as 
well, but on a slightly smaller scale. 
This time I interviewed four inspiring 
artists who work with Photoshop on 
the iPad in addition to Photoshop on 
the desktop: Ted Chin, Russell Brown, 
Frankie Cihi and Magdiel Lopez. 
Between the interviews, I put together 
very e�cient lessons in which you’ll 
get to work with Photoshop on the iPad 
and accompanying apps. This will give 

you a full picture of Photoshop on the 
iPad and also teach you how to create 
beautiful images. Doing is the best way 
to learn!

Who’s this book for?
This book is for anyone who wants to 
learn how to work with Photoshop on 
the iPad, whether you’re a beginner or 
an advanced user of Photoshop on the 
desktop.

How do you use Photoshop on the iPad?
For me, it always starts with the idea. Sometimes I get inspired 
by an image I’ve seen somewhere. I think of all kinds of ideas in 
my head until I come up with a new concept. I then develop that 
concept by searching stock photo sites for images that I can use 
for that idea. Once I ¦nd those images, I create a new Photoshop 
document with a 4:5 ratio. That ratio works best on social media 
platforms, but also works well if you have a photo or composition 
printed. I then import all the collected images into the new 
document, making selections and masks and moving objects 
back and forth until I have created the composition I had in mind. 

I mainly work with Photoshop on the iPad when I’m on the road 
or when I can’t use my laptop. I traveled a lot. On those trips 
I only had my iPad with me and did all my work on it in the 
car on the way. I also use Photoshop on the iPad in my studio 
to complement Photoshop on the desktop. I sketch ideas on 
it or work out basic ideas. Photoshop on the iPad works very 
intuitively, making it easier to experiment with ideas if I can’t 
¦gure it out on the desktop. 
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Photoshop on the iPad does not yet include all the features from the desktop 
version. Do you occasionally feel limited when working with Photoshop on 
the iPad?
Very occasionally, yes. On the other hand, I’ve also seen that people who only 
have a very small amount of knowledge of Photoshop on the desktop ¦ nd the iPad 
version a relief. They can create beautiful things with it pretty quickly. Not all the 
desktop features are present on the iPad, but maybe that’s precisely why it’s so 
incredibly intuitive and makes it easier to focus on the parts that really matter. 
And, the most missed desktop features will soon be added on the iPad anyway.
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Do you sometimes combine other apps with Photoshop?
Yes, I use the Lightroom for iPad app mainly for initial, global 
editing of my raw or JPG ¦les. For example, I darken or lighten 
the photos and increase or decrease the contrast so that they then 
¦t better into my photo composition. Then I send the photo from 
Lightroom to Photoshop and create the composite image there. 

I also use the Pixelsquid app. This app allows you to place ready-
made 3D objects created by other designers into your composition. 
The handy thing about Pixelsquid is that you can rotate 3D 
objects at all sorts of angles until the model ¦ts exactly into the 
composition. You can use either the Pixelsquid iPad app or the 
Photoshop desktop plug-in.

What iPad are you currently working on?
The largest (12.9-inch) iPad Pro with an Apple Pencil 2. It works 
great. I love the big screen and wouldn’t want a smaller one.
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Are there other artists who inspire 
you?
Yes for sure, there are almost too many 
artists to mention. My all-time favorites 
are Hayao Miyazaki’s anime ¦ lms. Some 
of my favorite surrealist artists are René 
Magritte, Salvador Dalí, Man Ray and 
photographers such as Erik Almas, Erik 
Johansson and Benjamin Von Wong. I 
also like painters like Vladimir Kush, 
Rhads and Aquasixio. Lately, I’ve also 
been watching Benny Productions’ 
speed editing tutorials on YouTube a lot. 

Where do you get the images for your 
photo compositions?
Especially from stock photo sites like 
Unsplash and Adobe Stock. I also enjoy 
taking my own photos. These are mainly 
photos of models that I integrate into 
my compositions. I also create my own 
Photoshop brushes. With these brushes 
I can draw fog, water, splashes or hair. 

If I don’t make the brushes myself, I 
use the standard Photoshop brushes or 
download them from various websites. 
There are lots of free brushes out there. I 
also created a catalog of standard image 
assets. In this catalog, for example, I 
have an image with white snow¡ akes on 
a black background. When I need snow 
in a composition, I place that photo on 
top of my Photoshop document, set the 
blend mode to Screen so you don’t see 
the black colors anymore, but you can 
still see the snow¡ akes. Very handy!

What are your favorite tools in 
Photoshop on the iPad?
I think Select  Subject and Re­ ne  Edge are 
very useful tools. Because these tools 
use arti¦ cial intelligence, they save 
me a lot of time. That these two tools 
allow me to select objects and hair so 
easily and quickly on an iPad is almost 
magical. 
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Do you have any tips for new users?
I certainly have. My ¦ rst tip is to primarily do the things you really 
enjoy. I love creating beautiful, imaginative photo compositions, so 
that’s what I focus on the most. Never forget that you don’t create 
your work for social media, but because you enjoy designing or 
photographing yourself. I’m always reminded of a photographer 
who told me that he’s very satis¦ ed if he makes 10 great photos in 
one  year—even though he photographs all year round. You can 
only do something like that if you really enjoy your work. The 
second tip is that, especially in Photoshop on the iPad, you should 
use layer masks a lot. Without masks, you’re nowhere. And, learn 
how light, shadow, perspective and color work. Those are the basics 
where the magic begins. Everyone is familiar with light, shadow, 
perspective and color, yet it takes quite a bit of time and e² ort to be 
able to apply it properly when creating photo compositions.
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COMPOSING IMAGES ON THE IPAD

Photo composition
Chapter 4
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TUTORIAL

In this ¦rst lesson, we begin by creating a magical photo 

composition inspired by the work of Ted Chin. It’s a fairly long 

exercise, where lots of features of Photoshop on the iPad pass 

by. After following this lesson, you will have created a beautiful 

composition, and you’ll also see that you can create fantastic images 

with Photoshop on the iPad with relatively few tools!
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The photo composition
In this ¦rst “real” tutorial chapter, you’ll learn how to create the 
composition you see on the next page. When I teach Photoshop 
courses, I always ¦nd that the best way to learn software is by doing, 
not by reading through a manual. After all, in a manual you won’t 
¦nd many practical exercises. 

Inspired by the work of Ted Chin (Figure 4.01), in this exercise we’ll 
combine a large number of tools and techniques in a very e�cient 
way, eventually giving you the beautiful end result shown in Figure 
4.02. By combining as many tools and di²erent kinds of images 
as possible, you will immediately have a good overview of the 
possibilities in Photoshop on the iPad. 

Good luck and most of all have fun!

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A new Photoshop document
Let’s get started. Just as Ted Chin usually does, we’ll ¦rst create a 
new document with a 4:5 ratio, which in this case will be 3000 by 
3750 pixels. In this document we’ll place several images, remove 
the background and much more. 

1. Open Photoshop and tap Create New at the bottom left of the 
Home screen. 

2. Choose the Print tab and a preset such as the 1000 pixel grid. 
After that, change the document size to 3000 by 3750 pixels
(Figure 4.03). 

To determine the 4:5 ratio, I ¦rst determined the width: 3000 
pixels. You can print this width at 10 inches, as well as post it on 
social media with good quality. Then I divided 3000 by 4, and 
multiplied it by 5 to determine the height.

3. Tap Create in the lower-right corner. A new document will be 
created.

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Place images
Because the photo composition consists of several photos, in this 
step we’ll begin by placing a background image. If you haven’t 
already, you’ll need to download the exercise ¦les for this chapter, 
following the instructions at the beginning of this book.

1. Tap the Place Photo button. If your ¦les are stored in the 
Creative Cloud folder or on your iPad, choose Files. Find the 
folder for this chapter and select the image sky (Figure 4.04).

2. After the ¦le downloads, Photoshop takes you to the Transform
window where you can transform the image by dragging the 
handles in the corners. The most e�cient way to ¦ll the 
document height is to, in the same single action, drag a side or 
corner handle while holding down the secondary touch 
shortcut to scale proportionally from the center (Figure 4.05).
