This document guides you with instructions on how to configure and execute this application. You’ll also find the source for the sample application (STYASP.NETAjaxSourceCode.zip) along with this document in this website (www.informit.com/title/9780672329678).
Follow the instructions below:

1. Download the source code file STYASP.NETAjaxSourceCode.zip.

2. Extract this zip file in any directory in your system. After extracting, the folder STYASP.NETAjaxSourceCode contains two folders – Database and STY-ASP.NETAjaxApp.

STY-ASP.NETAjaxApp folder is the root folder of the sample application. This folder contains all the asp.net pages of the application.

Database folder contains SQL Server 2005 database files in shoppingcart.mdf and the log file shoppingcart_log.ldf. 
3. Open SQL Server 2005 Management Studio. 
Connect with Windows authentication. Under the root folder in Object Explorer, you’ll find a folder Databases. Right click on it, and click Attach. You will be prompted with a window Attach Databases. Click Add button. Select the file shoppingcart.mdf from the Database folder you have downloaded and click OK. This would display the file name in the Database Details section of the first pop-up Attach Databases. Now click OK in this window. 
Done! You have successfully set up the shoppingcart database required for the sample application. But the application uses a sql server authentication to login and perform transactions. Refer to Hour 21, to create an sql login sa / sa, and use it in the application.
4. Open Visual Studio 2005. 
Go to the menu File -> Open ->  Web Site…
and point to the root folder of the sample application mentioned in step 2, and open the solution. 
5. Save the solution in the root folder STY-ASP.NETAjaxApp. Set the start page to Default.aspx, and press F5. 

Congratulations!! The sample application is at work.
