(c) Installing Microsoft Key Management Server for Microsoft Exchange 5.5

You can install Microsoft's Key Management Server for Microsoft Exchange 5.5 either during the initial installation of Exchange or after you have installed Exchange on your target machine.  If you have already installed Microsoft Exchange 5.5 then you will have to go into Exchange setup again by following these steps:

1.
Insert the Exchange 5.5 CD in your CD ROM drive.  2.
Select "Setup Server and Components"

3. Select "Microsoft Exchange Server 5.5" (as if you're going to install it again)

4.
Click on the "Add/Remove" button and you will be able to add Key Management Server by following the instructions in this article.

You will see this Microsoft Exchange Server Setup Screen if you have already installed Exchange Server 5.5.

If you have not yet installed Microsoft Exchange Server 5.5 then you can add Key Management Server during your initial install.  The steps for installing Microsoft's Key Management Server are as follows:



1.
If you are installing Exchange Server for the first time, select the "Complete/Custom" setup method.  If you are running Exchange setup as described in steps 1 - 4 above you should select "Add/Remove" as shown in Fig. 01. You should now see the screen shown in Fig 02.

With Microsoft Exchange Server highlighted click on the "Change Option…" button.  This will bring up the Options List where you can select Key Management Server to be installed.  See figure 03.

Check the Key Management Server checkbox, then click the "OK" button.  This will bring you back to the Exchange Server Setup Screen.



4.
Click on the "Continue" button and you will be brought to the Site Services Account screen, as shown in Fig. 04.

You will have to enter the Administrator password in the "Account Password" field, then click "OK".  

Note:  If you have more than one site that you wish to add Key Management Server to you will have to click on the "Browse" button to locate the required site.



6.
On the Key Management Server Configuration Screen you have to select which password option you wish to use to access the KM Server database when you log on.  Any time you try and start the KM Server Service you will be prompted to use a special Startup Password.  This password is created by Microsoft Exchange.  Select which option you would like to use.  See figure 05.

If you selected to display the password once and write it down MAKE SURE YOU KEEP IT IN A SECURE LOCATION!  You can not start the Key Management Server service if you lose the password.  If you selected to write the password to two floppy disks (the recommended method) you will see the screen referenced in figure 06.

8. Follow the on screen instructions and insert each disk when specified.  One of the disks should be labeled the master password disk (see figure 7), and one should be labeled the backup password disk (see figure 8).  Make sure you place these disks in a secure location.

You will then see a message stating that setup is installing the Microsoft Key Management Server.  See figure 9.

Assuming everything was done correctly you will receive a message telling you that Microsoft Exchange Server has been installed successfully (see figure 10).  You will have to start the Microsoft Key Management Server Service with your special KM password (either on disks or written down).
