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Errata

Page 36 – The first sentence of the second paragraph should read, “In terms of performance, the Catalyst 

                4500 family of switches accommodates up to 64 Gbps or 48 Mpps at Layer 2, 4, or 4 using the 

                CEF-based hardware architecture of the Supervisor III or IV Engine.” 

Page 37 – The “Note” at the bottom of the page should read, “For the remainder of this book, any mention of the Catalyst 2950 family of switches refers to the Catalyst 2955 family of switches as well, unless otherwise stated.”

Page 39 – Question 4 should read, “Which of the following is not a Layer 2 switching feature? You may need to consult later chapters for guidance in answering this question.”

Table A-2 lists a priority value in the 1st column.  This priority value is only significant to the priority meaning and not part of the standard.  The priority only indicates which operational speed and duplex has higher priority.  In the case of Table A-2, a low number means a higher priority.  However a different document may reverse the priority definition where a higher number means higher priority.  In brief, the priority column only signifies what operational speed and duplex has higher priority.
